QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
Q: Why is Western Christian Schools acquiring certain assets of Upland Christian Schools? 

A: Western Christian Schools has been looking to acquire permanent school facilities for over 30 years. Western currently owns one school site in Claremont and rents another in Covina.

Q: How did Western Christian Schools find out that certain assets of Upland Christian Schools were available for purchase? 

A: The Anaheim District of the Church of the Nazarene met with Western Christian Schools and indicated that it was interested in selling certain of its assets.

Q: How will the transaction affect students and teachers of Upland Christian Schools?

A: We don’t anticipate any significant changes for the schools during the current 2008-2009 school year. 

Q: Will parents of students at Upland Christian Schools have an opportunity to obtain more information regarding the future direction of the school? 

A: Absolutely. Several special meetings will be held for parents at both schools so that they can obtain additional information. Letters were also sent to parents of children at both schools on Friday advising them of the agreement.  

Q: Is Western Christian Schools looking forward to Upland Christian Schools students continuing to attend the school in the future? 


A: Absolutely. Our hope and prayer is that all of the existing students of both schools will remain in the Christian school system.
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
