COVINA, Calif., Oct. 3, 2008 – Western Christian Schools today announced that it has entered into an agreement to acquire certain assets of Upland Christian Schools.

Letters were sent to parents of Western Christian Schools children today notifying them of the pending transaction, said Karen Winter, Western Christian’s superintendent.

“This transaction, when completed, will benefit both parties and help us create one of the strongest Christian education institutions in America,” Winter states in the letter, which was co-signed by Dr. Ray McCormick, Western Christian Schools’ board chairman.


For its part, The Anaheim District of the Church of the Nazarene sent a letter to parents, faculty and staff of Upland Christian Schools stating that “trustees had determined that it was in the best interest of the school, its students and parents to partner with another reputable Christian institution with common goals, skills, and commitments to its students and parents for a quality Christian education.”

The Anaheim District letter added, “This alliance has been considered among all options, to be the best alternative for the benefit of UCS’ students.”


Winter said she does not anticipate any significant changes to be made in Upland Christian Schools during the current 2008-2009 school year. “Western Christian School is excited about the two schools working together to become one of the top Christian schools in America,” Winter said, adding, “Our hope and prayer is that all existing students of both schools will remain in the Christian school system.”


Special meetings will be scheduled for parents of students at both schools in the coming weeks so that they can obtain additional information.


Similarly, no changes are expected at Western Christian Schools’ existing campuses in Claremont and Covina during the current school year. “The addition of new facilities increases our options and creates additional opportunities for both schools and the church,” Winter said. 


The Anaheim District of the Church of the Nazarene met with Western Christian’s administration about acquiring certain assets of the schools and other assets. Winter said that after much prayer and deliberation, Western Christian Schools made an offer.

With a student body of 900 preschool through high school students,

Western Christian currently owns one site in Claremont and rents another in Covina. Western Christian also provides independent study for an additional 540 students at various locations in Southern California. Western Christian Schools is fully accredited by the Association of Christian Schools International and the Western Association of Schools and Colleges.
